○ Trim trees and shrubs to create space between them. 
○ Regularly clear debris from gutters and roofs. 

 
● Practice Safe Burning: 

○ Never burn on windy days. 
○ Always have water and a shovel readily available. 
○ Never leave a �re unattended. 

 
● Be Vigilant: 

○ Report any suspicious smoke or �re immediately . 
○ Stay informed about current �re danger levels and weather conditions. 

 
● Develop an Evacuation Plan: 

○ Identify escape routes and designate a meeting place for your family. 
○ Pack an emergency go-bag with essential supplies.
